World History:  Connections to Today

Course Content:  The course content of World History II will focus on life from the 1500’s –1900’s.  Students will focus primarily on government, society, economics and the ever-present role of Christianity.  Students will develop an enthusiasm for world cultures through active and creative learning while learning to connect past events with today’s problems.  Class activities will include group projects, role-plays, historical posters, literature, creative reflection, argumentative discussion and more.

Goals:  In her World History II course, a Hallahan student will:

1. Enjoy history through active and lively participation.

2. Create an appreciation for cultures beyond our time and boundaries.

3. Become immersed in the impact of past and current events on today and tomorrow’s history.

4. Read, interpret, and analyze maps, understanding the importance of geography on world events.

5. Master outlining, logically organizing main ideas with supporting information.

6. Master the art of essay writing.  Each student will realize the importance of following the five-paragraph essay structure in the discipline of History.

7. Participate in groups as leaders, motivators, creators, and tea members.

Homework Policy:  There will be homework every night.  This work may be reading, writing, or studying.  Written homework is to be done on theme paper in blue or black ink.  If an assignment is more than one page in length, it must be stapled together prior to the beginning of class.  Papers are expected to be done neatly and legibly. Any papers that do not meet the aforementioned criteria may be overlooked for collection.  Homework will be collected at the beginning of class.  Any assignment handed in after the beginning of class is subject to partial credit.   

**Late Homework:  Homework will NOT be accepted more than one day late.  There will be a point deduction of 15 points on late assignments.

Cheating Policy:  Cheating is NOT ACCEPTABLE, NOR IS IT TOLERATED!!

This includes, but is not limited to:  
*Copying or sharing homework






*Copying another’s answers from a quiz or test.






*Cheat sheets

Anyone found cheating would be subject to the penalties set forth in the school handbook, as well as receiving a failure for the assignment.

Testing Policy:  All rules of testing will be strictly enforced.  These rules include:


-No talking once test papers are distributed.


-Keep your eyes on your desk only, do NOT lest them wander around the room.


-Do NOT attempt to make contact with another student. (verbal, visual, physical)

*Always remember to come prepared on test day. Preparedness includes having a number 2 pencil with an   eraser.

Textbook Policy:  Textbooks are on loan to you.  These books must be used in the future for other students.  It is your responsibility to take care of these books. **Book covers are not an option, they are a must!!!  You will lose points on quizzes and class work if your book is not covered.  You will also lose points if you do not come prepared every day.
Classroom Policy:  Students are required to bring all materials to class every day.  Materials include:  a copybook, textbook, pen, coloring utensils, and a folder.  School rules will be enforced in the classroom.  Students are expected to be respectful to their classmates and teacher at all times.  Disruptive behavior cannot and will not be tolerated.  Students are expected to be in their assigned seats before the class bell rings.

Absence Policy:  If a student is absent from school it is her responsibility to find out that they missed.  They may do this by stopping by Room 28 during homeroom or before/after their class.  I will not chase you to give you the missed assignments.  Classwork is done in class, therefore, cannot be made up at another time.  It is imperative that students come to school on a daily basis.  A student returning from an absence on the day of a previously announced quiz/test is expected to participate in the taking of that quiz/test.  Students who are absent when a quiz is announced must take the quiz within a two day time frame.  Quizzes not made up will be counted as a zero.  Arrangements for missed tests must be made with Mrs. Betham on the students first day back to school.  Failure to follow the makeup test procedure will result in points being lost.  

Make up Work:  If a student is absent for an extended period of time I will work with them to make up what they have missed.  A time frame will be drawn to allow the student ample time to complete the missing assignments.  Students may be required to work during their lunch, study, or after school, to make up the missing assignments.  Unfortunately we cannot plan when an illness will occur, however, we can plan other issues that arise.  Vacations should not be planned for the school year.  Please remember that missing 1 class day in intensive scheduling is comparable to missing 2 regular class days.   It is difficult for students to catch up on missed work.
