With this letter, we are asking for your help in selecting a dress for your daughter that is appropriate for a high school event. Please understand, it is our desire to promote these dances as ‘formal affairs’.  We believe that the dress code for the class dance is different from the dress code for a teen mixer or a teen dance party and our regulations for appropriate dress reflect this concept.  Our goal is to limit students’ choices to dresses that are age appropriate without taking away their individuality.

We will take no pleasure in having to do this so we need your help!  Please read the guidelines below and help your daughter pick a dress she both loves and conforms to our regulations.

Junior and Senior Dress Guidelines (Formal)

Gowns

No slits that are no more than 2 inches above the knee

No bare midriffs, which includes:

no stomach or sides showing- cut outs are not acceptable



no plunging neck lines/bra lines



no “see through” material exposing any of the above

Open back dresses are permitted as long as they fit appropriately and do not go below the waist. Please, no overly short hem lines.  Hems can be no more than 2 inches above the knee.
